The official meetings of the Primates of the Churches have always been ecclesiastical events of great
importance, for the reinforcement, and hopefully, the restoration of the unity of faith in the nexus of
love. Such visits are in accordance with the commandment of the Divine Founder of the Church, our

encyclicals aimed at the unity of all Christians in the communion of faith and sacraments. These
initiatives of the Ecumenical Patriarchate have led to a Theological Dialogue of the Orthodox Church
with the sister Roman-Catholic Church “on equal terms.”

It has been the goal that beyond all other fraternal gestures, the mutual visits of Popes to
Constantinople and Ecumenical Patriarchs to Rome have marked a new era in the relations between

the two Churches. It has helped in the understanding of the people of God, that there be effort, from

Lord Jesus Christ.

The Ecumenical Patriarchate, with its open and ecumenical spirit, developed a series of ecumenical
initiatives of historical importance in the well-known Encyclicals of 1902, 1904 and 1920. These
